
Lay Leader Addendum for Recycling Communion Sunday (the first Sunday of the month)

Recycling Communion Sunday is the first Sunday of the month where the congregation is invited to bring gently used items for reuse and donation in the Fairbanks Community.  Each month we will collect items for a different Fairbanks charity that will be delivered by our youth group.  

The collection of these items will initially take place during the children’s story time, in place of the children’s story, on the first Sunday of the month, so there is no need for a reader or children’s story.  The youth group or Bre will lead the collection.  

The lay leader needs to introduce the youth group or Bre for story time and call the children to the front.  

The youth group or Bre will talk about the charity that we will collect for that month and remind people that they can continue to bring items through the month and deposit them in the basket under the RE table.  

The children will then circulate through the congregation with baskets to collect donations.  They will bring the full baskets back to the front of the sanctuary.  

When the children return to the front, the congregation will then form an arch and sing the children out to their classrooms with “Go Now in Peace.”
